1. Changing Patterns: Patterns can be changed by momentarily connecting the
blue wire to the ground of your vehicle’s battery.

1.  Syncing Instructions: Configure both lights to the same pattern in Phase 1 and 
connect the yellow wires from each light head.

2.  Alternating Multiple Dash Lights: Set every other light to Phase 2 and 
connect the yellow wires of both lights. To better understand how this feature 
works, Phase 1 patterns flashes simultaneously with Phase 1 patterns; Phase 1 
alternates with Phase 2. Each light stick coming from the factory will display Phase 
1. In order to have one side alternate with the other side, every other light needs to 
be advanced to Phase 2 of the current pattern. 
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Cigarette lighter plug Operation:
Insert the cigarette lighter plug into your vehicle and turn on the backlight switch to 
power on your vanity light. To change patterns press the patterns switch for one 
second.

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FLASH PATTERNS 

Mounting with Flashback Shield:

1. Attach four suction cups to the flashback shield.
2. Unscrew the two screws from the end caps and affix the flashback shield to 
your vanity dash light.
3. Place the light on your windshield and adjust to the desired angle. Tighten the 
two side screws.

Mounting Using the Bracket with Suction Cups:

1. Attach three suction cups to the bracket.
2. Unscrew the two screws from the end caps and affix the bracket to your vanity 
dash light.
3. Place the light on your windshield and adjust it to your desired angle. Tighten 
the two side screws.

Permanent Mounting Using Brackets:

1. Position the bracket on your desired location and mark three holes with a pencil.
2. Drill the three holes and a wire passage hole if needed.
3. Affix the vanity dash light to the bracket and tighten the two side screws.
